PASTOR MARY’S PONDERINGS 

 It’s August!  Are you gearing up or gearing down?  For 
some of us the summer is just getting started, with vacation still 
ahead and almost a whole month before we have to return to 
more scheduled and predictable days.  For others of us, vaca-
tions are just a sweet memory, picnics and family reunions are 
over for another year and within days, you’ll find us back to the 
routine of our daily living.  So, as a congregation, we arrive at 
August with a variety of feelings and expectations.  But there is 
one thing in common that we share…whether we’re gearing up 
or gearing down…it is important that whatever we are doing or 
wherever we are going, that we notice and give thanks for the 
beauty and bounty this month gives to us.  

 As you drive to work, or on your way to the interstate to 
leave for awhile, take a good look at the lushness of the moun-
tains all around - how green and full the trees.  Some Augusts 
reveal the ending of a dry summer, with parched lawns and 
thirsty trees, but not this year!  Notice, and as God’s children, 
give thanks, for the rushing streams, the full rivers swelling on 
their way, and for the days of rains we’ve had and look forward 
to throughout this month.  

 Have you noticed the abundance of lightening bugs?  
Maybe I’ve just spent more evenings outside than before, but I’m 
amazed and delighted when fireflies remind me “I’m here!...”I’m 
here!” with every light that flashes in increasing darkness.  They 
remind me that even in the darkest times, there is a bright light, 
sometimes where we least expect it.  How can we not be thank-
ful for the joy and mystery of fireflies?  
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 August gives us many opportunities to look around us – 
whether on the way to work or on our way to the beach – and 
feed our spirits by noticing beauty.   The more intentionally we 
stop and notice the beauty around us, the more satisfying our 
spiritual meal.  In fact, scientific studies have found that we need 
beauty in our lives to soothe our spirits and strengthen our physi-
cal bodies – and in this lush and beautify area of God’s world, we 
have ample opportunities.  Our job is to just intentionally look, 
notice, revel in it so that we take it all in…and allow our souls to 
be fed.  Then, as with every meal, physical or spiritual – we are 
moved to give thanks to the One who gives us all good things.  
And, amazingly enough, when we feed our spirits by noticing the 
beauty around us, we also help our physical bodies to relax as we 
breathe more deeply and our anxieties ease!  We ARE wonderfully 
made, so that beauty noticed feeds our spirits and in so doing, 
also relaxes our bodies.  How wonderfully God made and cares 
for us!   

 So this August, don’t miss opportunities to feast on the 
beauty that is all around us.  Open your windows as you drive 
through the mountains…take time walking from the parking lot to 
work or to the mall to notice a tree - its shape, the movement of 
its leaves, the shade it provides, the resting place or home for 
birds – and give thanks.  Notice the beauty of a frosty glass of 
iced tea just before it refreshes your body…and revel in the joy of 
fireflies and the singing of birds…all placed here for us to treasure 
and enjoy.  There are so many ways that God provides beauty in 
our life...to nurture our spirits...to strengthen our bodies...to bring 
wonder and grace into our lives.  So let us, especially during this 
beautiful month, say with the Psalmist,  

 ñI praise you, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made.  

  Wonderful are your works, that I know very well.ò

  PEGGY ANN GREENWAY WRIGHT 

     Peggy was born on September 21, 1937  

to Elbert and Beulah Greenway in Botetourt  

County. She was the only girl in a family of  

three boys: Maynard, Paul and Roger. At  

about the age of three, the family moved  

to Salem . Peggy attended Academy Street  

School from first through fourth grade.  

She was at Broad Street School from fifth  

through seventh grade. Grades 8 and 9  

were spent at Andrew Lewis High. The  

family then decided to return to Greenway Holler and Peggy went to 
Troutville High School from grade 10 through her graduation in June of 
1955. (The school in Salem was large and there were many students. It 

was quite a change to go to the small school in Troutville. )  

     There was an interesting turn of events during those years. Peggy 
met and fell in love with Dewey Wright who lived in the Amsterdam area 
of the County. They were married on December 22, 1954 by Pastor Al-
bert Showalter of the Masons Cove CoB where the family had attended 
while living in Salem. The parsonage was the setting for their wed-
ding.   Elbert bargained with Peggy that she could get married if she 
promised to finish school, which she did, graduating in June 1955.    
Peggy says that many of her classmates were married before gradua-
tion so it was not so unusual. Dewey was employed by Layman Or-
chards so they lived in a house on the property. A little later, when 
Dewey went into the excavation business, they moved into the house 
beside the Subway in Daleville with Erma and Hunk Wright ( Dewey's 
brother.) Peggy says they enjoyed that time together. She would cook 
the evening meal. They shared laundry duties, etc. Erma was employed 
at Roanoke and Botetourt Telephone Company, along with Nadine 

Young, where Peggy later worked.  

     Peggy worked at various  jobs, starting with Kenrose Manufacturing 
in Buchanan.  She carpooled with several others from the area for a year 

or so.  

   During the next years their children came along:   Cynthia was born in 
August of 1957. Around that time Peggy and Dewey moved  into the up-
stairs apartment of  a large house on the corner of Greenway Holler 
Road and Catawba Road. When Timothy was born in February 1960, 
Cynthia stayed with Grandma Beulah up the road at her house. When 
Peggy was ready to return home from the hospital there had been a very 

deep snow.  There were drifts of 4 to 5 feet on Beulahôs road and Dewey 
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had to enlist the aid of the men clearing the roads to help him retrieve 

Cynthia. ( An interesting aside: We had much the same conditions in 

Reidsville where I lived and I have memories of that Winter!!)  Son 

Kevin was born in August 1962 and Craig was born Nov. 7, 1968.  

     Peggy and Dewey lived near Beulah for a number of years and then 

moved to   Daleville for several more. Their move to Cloverdale took 

place in 1991 and Peggy still lives there. Daughter Cynthia and her 

grandson Matthew are there with her at present.  

     Peggy worked in the dietician's office at Community Hospital for 12 

years. She enjoyed her work there and had a variety of duties includ-

ing restocking nutrition stations, serving working business lunches, 

and serving meals to the children in the day care center at the hospi-

tal. All of this involved a great deal of moving around in the hospital, 

which was great exercise. Elevators were too slow so she took the 

stairs. She retired in 1985.  

     Peggy served as Dewey's secretary for his business for many 

years. She also worked at the Daleville Post Office, at Ikenberry Or-

chards, and at Botetourt Flower Shop ( ten years and counting.) She 

did this and still had time to take trips from time to time. She has been 

in every state except Colorado, Hawaii and Alaska. She and Dewey 

took many trips together and she took many with her mother, Beulah. 

Some of these were three week trips.  Nag's Head was a scheduled 

family vacation for many years. Peggy says their family gatherings at 

Christmas are really something. With 4 children, 7 grandchildren and 

14 great -grandchildren the house is bursting at the seams but they 

are, as Peggy phrases it, a close family.  

     Her connection to Daleville Church of the Brethren started in 1955 

when Hunk and Erma invited Peggy and Dewey to go with them. That 

continues today. Dewey passed away on June 20, 2005 after several 

years of declining health.   Peggy kept the nursery, taught a class oc-

casionally and enjoyed the Sunday School class activities. She re-

members, especially, when Katherine Ikenberry married Charlie Kurtz; 

the class attended the ceremony. Her friendships are precious to her. 

Peggy likes to be in choir, enjoys the fellowship there and Casey's 

leading . She loves the people of Daleville CoB.  

     Peggy is a wonderful example of true Christian living. She takes 

care of those who need her, with a quiet manner. She is patient, lov-

ing and kind to everyone. That sweet smile is always there, no matter 

what comes her way. Peggy is truly her mother's daughter.

Another review by Sam Carpenter  reads: ñAfter four trips over 

the past three years to Pakistan and Azad Kashmir, and after 

founding Kashmir Family Aid (www.kashmirfamily.org) to aid 

victims of the Oct 8, 2005 earthquake, I whole -heartedly en-

dorse Greg Mortenson and his work. This book adds new life to 

the over -wrought dictum that "one CAN make a difference." 

Beyond that, if one wants to truly get inside the rural Paki-

stani's heart and soul, this is mandatory reading.ò

Alvin Frantz 

Brightbill  

(1903 - 1976)  

Many of us (well, the older 

ones among us) remember 

many an Annual Conference 

with rousing singing under the 

stirring leadership of Al Brightbill.  He could modulate 

the assembled voices from the slightest piano to the 

strongest forte as he interpreted the hymns through his 

leadership. It was an experience of passion as well as sa-

cred devotion. 

He was educated at Elizabethtown College, Beth-

any Bible School and Northwestern University, where 

he received his Master in Music in 1933. He served as 

instructor at Bethany Training School and Bethany Bibli-

cal Seminary and as Professor of church music, fine arts 

in religion, and speech. 

Brightbill led music institutes in many local 

churches, directed hymn festivals, even repaired organs.  

Between 1934 and 1959 he was frequently a member of 

the denominational Music and Worship Committee and 

contributed hymn tunes and texts and arrangements to 

many hymnals and songbooks.  He also served on the 

Commission on Worship and the Arts of the National 

Council of Churches and for four years was the chairper-

When I was in BVS training, Al Brightbill taught 

music leadership for one week. He introduced me to 

the concept of meters in hymns which was very helpful 

in my work with teenagers in the Westside Parish of 

Chicago. It enabled me quickly to substitute known 

tunes for unknown ones by comparing meters.   

 As we came to class one day, Al was sitting on a 

table dangling his legs in the rhythm of the happy tune 

he was whistling. Suddenly he stopped and said, 

òOops, I just remembered what I was whistling:  ôI am 

sinking deep in sinõó What better introduction can you 

have for that days subject: Paying attention to the har-

mony of text and tune. Al certainly was an unforgetta-

ble teacher and leader.
