      Itõs beginning to look a lot like Christmaséand it isnõt even Thanksgiving as I am 
writing these words.  Yet, already Iõm walking around rows of red and white poinset-

tias at the grocery store, and Christmas lights are twinkling around a few windows, 

and today I drove past rows of live Christmas trees lined up for sale!  Surely somebody 

is getting ready for Christmas! 

  Sometimes we lament the decorations appearing earlier and earlier each year, because 

it seems the retailers are pushing us to òget with the seasonó and begin buying and 

shopping before most of us have given it much thought.  Yet, this year, I find myself 

more surprised than annoyed.  Itõs as if Iõm ready to revel in the beauty of the season, 

and these early reminders are jump-starting the joy and promise of the season. 

 This week I completed a three- year study of the relationship of beauty and justice, so 

my senses are heightened about the role of beauty in our lives and how it affects our 

spirit and enhances our spiritual growth.  Surely the beauty of Christmas décor and 

traditions delight us and are òicing on the cakeó of the wonderful message that Christ-

mas brings ð God with us!  Maybe itõs our need for the beauty of the season ð spiritu-

ally and physically ð that is bringing it into our lives earlier this year, for we have lived 

through a year that has been more difficult and challenging than replete with joy and 

good news ð for our society and for our congregation.  So perhaps the retailers push for 

getting a jump on the season is a blessing in disguise, for it is bringing the beauty and 

promise of Christmas into focus for us earlier ð just when we need it!  Those bright and 

shining Christmas displays ð even if meant for increased sales ð if they  appear beauti-

ful to you, then they also feed your soul!  That is what beauty does!  It feeds our spirits 

by opening us to another dimension.  Beauty evokes in us a desire to share, for we im-

mediately have the impulse upon seeing something beautiful to pause and take it in 

and then to call someone elseõs attention to it, to tell them about it when we can!  The 

sight of something beautiful changes us in a positive way, expands our spirits, and just 

makes us feel good!  Something like the feeling we get when we encounter the truth of 

God coming to earth in human form ð in a baby - at Christmas!

Ecumenism and the  

 Church of the Brethren

 Ecumenism is a relatively new term. It is derived from the 

Greekoikoumene  òoikoumeneó and means literally all who 
dwell in the same household. It implied the whole inhabited world. 

In 1910,  World Missionary Conference convened in Edin-
burgh. It spawned the International Missionary Council founded in 
1921, and other conferences: Life and Work (Stockholm 1925) and 
Faith and Order (Lausanne 1927). All of these held several interna-
tional conferences in various places  in the world. The Life and Work 
and Faith and Order movements merged to form the World Council 
of Churches (WCC), a process interrupted by World War II, and 
achieved in 1948 in Amsterdam. By this time,  Eastern Orthodox 
Churches had begun tentatively participating. The Roman Catholic 
Church (RC) stayed apart, claiming that the only road to unity was 
the unconditional return of the other churches to the RC. 

In the US, a Federal Council of Churches was formed in 1908. 
In addition several  groups cooperated across denominational lines 
on particular issues like foreign mission, home mission, religious 
education. All these groups united in 1950 to form the National 
Council of Churches of Christ (NCCC). 

Through the Second Vatican Council which was convened 
from 1962-65 by Pope John XXIII, the ecumenical movement gained 
new life and popularity.  
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The Church of the Brethren entered the ecumenical move-

ment in the first part of the 20th century. In 1941, they voted to join 

the Federal Council of Churches and the WCC still in process of 

formation. The CoB played a leading role in the establishment of 

such ecumenical programs as Heifer International (Dan West), 

CROP (M. R. Zigler), Weekday Religious Education (Minor Miller) 

and Church World Service. In nine state council of churches have 

had CoB persons as chief executives. Two Brethren served on the 

NCCC staff. At the WCC headquarters in Geneva, the voice of 

peace has been raised effectively through M. R. Zigler. The WCC 

now has 349 member churches (incl. Russian and Greek and many 

other orthodox churches) from over 100 different countries. 

The late Joel Thompson, Assoc. Gen. Sec. and Exec. of the 

World Ministries Co. of the General Board said, òBrethren should 

never try to do alone what they can do together with others.ó   

Many Brethren would like to see the Brethren name still 

associated with programs begun largely through Brethren initia-

tive, as those mentioned in this article. However, I was personally 

challenged in my own Brethren pride when I began my term on 

the General Board  under  former General Secretary S. Loren Bow-

man, who said to us, òWe are to wash the feet of the world, but we 

do not have to do it with a Brethren monogrammed towel.ó

    Doris was born February 12, 1937, at Jefferson Hospital in Roanoke, to Dorothy 
Louise Ikenberry Miller and John Curtis Miller. The 
family was living in Burlington, WV at the time. Due 
to Dorothy's health problems, she came to Roa-
noke to be near the doctor and hospital.  After 
Doris' birth, mother and daughter remained in the 
hospital for about three weeks before being re-
leased. Dorothy was paralyzed on her right side 
and it was about six  months before she and baby 

Doris could return to WV.  

   Curtis was principal of Burlington Elementary and 
also taught 7th and 8th grades. Doris attended first 
and second grades there. Their home church was 
Beaver Run CoB across from the Miller home place.  Curtis' brother Wayne Miller lived 

there and Doris remembers the fun she had playing at their dairy farm. 

   The family moved back to Daleville to be near Dorothy's father, C.S. Ikenberry. Doris 
attended 3rd grade at the one-room school beside Ikenberry & Garst Store. At this 
time they lived in the small house beside the current Subway.  Grades four through 
seven were spent at Troutville Elementary School.( Nell Landers was a favorite 
teacher there.) She spent grades 8 through 12 at Troutville High School, graduating in 
1955.   Bridgewater College was the choice for further education. She was there from 
1955-1959, graduating in May with a degree in education and  married J.Carson 

Quarles on June 27, 1959.  

   In 1959 she began teaching at Lord Botetourt High School ( new school) under Prin-
cipal Harry Hunter Huffman. She taught home economics for several classes a day. 
Mr. Huffman asked her to also teach Physical Ed. and Health to the 8th grade girls 
and she did this for two years. She and Carson lived in Dale Court for a couple of 
years. In July of 1961 they moved to the home that is still Doris's home. Sharon was 
born Feb. 5, 1962. Tammy was born on May 29, 1964. James was born on January 

26, 1966. Debbie came along on May 1, 1971.  

   While her children were young, she, like a lot of mothers at that time, was a stay-at-
home mom. She sewed and did canning and other types of domestic activities. At one 

time, several of her friends ( myself included) had a sewing club at  her house.  She

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could teach us so much because of her Home Ed knowledge. I remember 
those days fondly. Also Doris took a painting class and did some lovely art-
work. She liked to do crafts and still displays the Christmas figures of the 

three kings.  

   In 1981, when Debbie was the only child left at home, Doris went on the 
district board for a three year term. She had started the first year of another 
term when she was approached to be interim Associate District Executive. 
Owen Stultz was District Executive (DE) at that time, as Bob Jones had taken 
the job of Director at Camp Bethel. After serving as interim for a short time, 
Doris was hired to be part-time Associate DE. She took the job, full time 
later.  David Shumate became DE and she worked with him for 8 years. She 
has good memories of her time at the District Office. She had 15 years of 

service when she retired in December of 1999.  

   At Daleville CoB Doris is revered for her many years of involvement . From 
music to church board chair to  teaching and everything in between. She has 
been in the choir for most of her life, also directing choir at times. Her faithful-
ness in playing the organ and the piano is well known. Many times she took 
the music "on the road" as she played at other churches in the area. She led 
the children's choir when we had a number of children attending. She enjoys 

being a part of the Christmas Cantata each year.  

  On church board she served for 12 years on the nurture commission. She 
has been chair of church board for many terms. She taught Sunday School 
for various ages. The women's work of the church was of great interest to 
Doris. She was a member of the night circle for years. She also attended the 
day circle. When those circles disbanded it was a loss to many of 
us.   Daleville CoB has been a family to Doris for many years. She is thankful 

for the friendships she has here.  

   Doris has nine grandchildren to enjoy. Her oldest is Tyler Reed Kelly ( par-
ents:Tammy and Tony).  Next in line is Elizabeth Ann Hilliard (parents:Sharon 
and Donnie); Kendyl Rene Kelly and Alan Craig Hilliard. Sarah Elizabeth 
Siedel (Parents: Debbie and Scott); John (Jack) Carson Quarles (Parents:

Cinnamon, A Healthy Spice  

 

    Cinnamon can help stop diabetes in its tracks.  Plus, it 
tastes great and is probably in your pantry right 
now.   Compounds in cinnamon seem to act like insulin in 
your body, helping move sugar from your blood stream 
into cells.  As a result, it shows promise in preventing insu-
lin resistance, which can lead to type 2 diabetes, and damp-
ening after-meal blood sugar spikes in people who already 
have this disease. 
    Cinnamon may also drop total cholesterol levels up to 26 
percent and LDL cholesterol 27 percent.  Research suggests 
as little as one-half teaspoon daily is all it takes to lower 
triglycerides as much as 30 percent.  Finally, recent studies 
have shown this common spice has the ability to block in-
