PASTOR MARY’S PONDERINGS 

 Iõve had worship on my mind recently.  The exciting week in Atlanta at 

the Homiletics Festival is still fresh in my mind and Iõm reading several of the 

books that I picked up and going over my notes, in the hopes that I can share 

things that will help you òcatchó some things that can deepen your spirit life as 

well.  Additionally, as we continue to work to strengthen our congregation with 

a more òPassionate Spiritualityó as our Natural Church Development assess-

ment recommended, certainly worship is one of the key places where this can 

most easily grow.     

 I know that the choir, musicians, Music and Worship Committee and 

others when they are occasional leaders put time and thought into their prepara-

tion.  I spend hours planning each worship and sermon, and enjoy every minute 

of the process.  So those of us involved in each service look forward to it and 

hope that what we offer is helpful, meaningful and inspiring for you.  But it has 

occurred to me, that we havenõt talked about ways that may help each of us 

come to worship with anticipation and readiness to engage our mind, body and 

spirit during this special. 

  One way to deepen our experience of worship is for each of us, not just 

the leaders, to give some thought to the service before we come; in other words, 

to take some time to prepare in anticipation of our time together.  òWhat!?ó  You 

may protestéóIsnõt it enough that I get up, get dressed and get here on time?ó  

Yes, it iséand I agree, thatõs about all most of us can muster before 10 am on a 

Sunday morning.  But there are important ways that we can prepare for worship 

during the week.  I would suggest that nothing reinforces the practice of prayer 

and learning from Scriptures during corporate worship than having personal 

devotional life during the week.  The scriptures and themes of upcoming wor-

ship services are published in our newsletter each month.  Taking the time to 

read the weekõs scripture passages, once or twice during the week, will bring 

more meaning to the worship service and more readiness to engage with the 

sermon.  Perhaps youõll find yourself pondering a phrase from it as you go about 

your daily tasks.  I read the scripture passages several times in my preparation, 

and usually something new òpops outó each time I readéthus deepening my 
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appreciation for the text and itõs many messages.  If you come to worship al-

ready familiar with the text, wouldnõt that enhance your worship experience?  

Sometimes you might have a thought or question youõd like to pursue and a 

phone call or visit would be most helpful for both of us, in our mutual prepara-

tion, would it not?    

 So much in our worship depends on the gifts and attitudes of the wor-

shippers.  Our musicians carefully plan their Preludes in hopes that we will en-

ter the sanctuary quietly after meeting and greeting friends in the Narthex.  

When we enter, if we take time to scan the bulletin, locate the opening hymn 

and begin to prepare for our encounter with the Holy, the whole service will 

have more meaning. 

 Everyone comes to worship carrying many concerns.  Some have wor-
ries on their mind, others are aware of the physical pain of just getting here.  
Sometimes we come looking for guidance or a quiet time after a hectic week.  
Sunday morning can find us arriving with some tension in our family or some-
times we have good news we can hardly wait to share. Feelings and attitudes 
can run the gamut, for we come as sisters and brothers in Christ. Therefore, even 
as we come as we are, let us also come with openness and eagerness to learn of 
others needs, concerns and joys, for worship is enhanced when we are aware of 
the whole of the body of Christ, not just a time to focus on ourselves. The good 
news is that when we come with worries or heaviness in our hearts, talking 
with, learning about, caring for others can help us gain a wider perspective, and 
in an amazing way, often helps us to leave feeling strengthened because of our 
mutual sharing, praying and worshipping together as the Body of Christ.  So 
another way to prepare for worship is to come with openness and care for oth-
ers as they will be caring for you.  Let us come in anticipation of hearing how 
God has been at work in the congregation this week, and with openness to learn 
ways that we may be of service in the week ahead.   

 Every worship has a theme.  Often, but not always, the bulletin cover 

expresses the theme, but if not, reading the meditative thoughts on the back is 

another way to prepare for worship after you are seated.  The worship environ-

ment may express the theme, but the opening paragraph in the bulletin usually 

starts our focus.  The more we are aware of the theme ðthe more meaning the 

carefully chosen hymns and prayers will have.   

 Do you prepare your offering before Sunday, anticipating the opportu-

nity to give as a sign of gratitude and hope?  That will make the offering time 

more meaningful than just deciding something quickly on Sunday morning, or 

just as the offering plate arrives in your row.  Traditionally, in liturgical plan-

ning, the offering is given at the end of the worship, as a way of responding to 

the Good News of the gospel we have just encountered. That is why we now 

often have the offering nearer the end of our worship time. 
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Worship is a time to come away from the demands and pressures of every other day.  A 

time to connect with God and with each other, in ways that private devotions can never 

do, as important to our spiritual growth as they are.  Corporate worship, where we sing 

and pray and even sit in silence with others, deepens our spiritual life and makes us 

more òoneó in Christ, but it is rarely done without our conscious cooperation.  If we 

come to worship òto see what happensó, or as a spectator, we may feel disconnected and 

disappointed.  But if we come in anticipation of encountering God through Christ Jesus, 

of being touched by the Holy Spirit through time in prayer, singing or just òmaking a 

joyful noise!ó as best we can, engaging our hearts and minds in scriptural lesson of the 

day, and topping it all off with conversations with sisters and brothers in the faith, then 

our Sunday morning worship will enrich our lives, week after week.   

 Preparing for worship is not just the Pastorõs job.  Even after my planning and 

writing is done, I need to take time to also prepare my spirit for the day.  One very en-

joyable way is to listen to the Mormon Tabernacle Choirõs 30 minutes of singing on Na-

tional Public Radio station WVPT at 7:30am each Sunday morning.  They sing a selection 

of hymns and anthems on the lectionary theme of the day ð often the very text that we 

are using in worship a couple of hours later!  I often wish that we could have one or two 

of their selections in our worship, for they are so fitting to most Sundayõs texts. Itõs a 

wonderful way to prepare for worship.  I realize that itõs easier for a single person to 

listen without interruption on a Sunday morning, but even as background music in a 

busy household preparing for Sunday, it might enhance your worship in subtle ways as 

a song or two catches your attention.   

 The motivation for enhancing the quality of worship is not only about deepen-

ing our own faith or improving òpassionate spiritualityó but also about allowing God to 

use us and our congregation to offer hope and life and love to others.  We do not come to 

worship to be entertained, but to connect with the Living God and one another.  Robert 

Schnase writes in his book Passionate Worship ð Five Practices, òPeople come to connect to 

God and one another as well as to feel restored, reminded, remembered and re-

freshedé.Worship is Godõs gift and task ð a sacred trust that requires our utmost and 

highest.ó   

 I invite each of us to make a commitment to prepare in some way for worship - 

body, mind and spirit.  Just showing up is goodébut coming with anticipation of en-

countering the Holy, of deepening our understanding of a particular text or issue, and 

sharing it all with brothers and sisters in the faithé.Priceless!!!

 DAVID LOREN JONES   
   On a cold, January day (perhaps January 25), 
1962, a little boy was born in Seoul, Korea.  He 
and his young mother were discovered 
alongside a road by a US GI and were taken 
for treatment at a hospital.  After regaining 
strength from food and care, the mother took the young child to an orphan-
age.  She loved him, but could not care for him and wanted him to have a 
home.  He was in a foster home for a short while. 
    This young boy, Jamey Chung, is the man we know today as, David Jones. 
His story is one that can bring inspiration to all who hear it, of the power of 
love for ones'  fellow man. 
    At about the same time, here in America, Doris and Bob Jones were talking 
to their two children, Jim and Connie,  about the Love of God and how they 
could respond to that love by adopting a child from less fortunate circum-
stances. They chose Korea and after a long wait, they finally met their son for 
the first time on the day before Thanksgiving at New York's Kennedy Air-
port. He was three years old and a small boy for his age. Bob was at Frater-
nity CoB in Winston Salem, NC and the congregation took him to their 
hearts. His every wish was their command. He was a happy , jolly child. 
   When Bob was called to Pastor in Christiansburg, David was in Kindergar-
ten. They were told that he did not fit in and suggested that he be 
tested.  Upon a Doctor's advice, he was taken to MCV for testing. Testing 
showed that he was mentally handicapped (then called mentally retarded) . 
The prognosis was that he suffered brain damage, probably as a result of 
malnutrition both before and after birth. Tests continue to indicate that he 
functions at approximately age five.  
   Bob came to the District Office in Roanoke and David was enrolled at 
Jerome Natt School. He was there for 1 year, after which he attended Pinkard 
Court School in Roanoke County until he was 14. He continued his learning 
at Roanoke County Occupational School  until graduation in June 1984, at the 
age of 22. 
   David's first job after graduation was at the Tinker Mountain workshop in 
Troutville. His particular job was putting together packets of supplies such as 
paper towels, soap, small trash bags etc. to be used by the men who worked 
on the railroads. This is contract work. He has also done contract work for 
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other companies, such as Elizabeth Arden. He gets paid every two weeks and 

takes great pride in his work.  When Goodwill Industries took over the operation, 

David's work location changed. He now works at the Goodwill Industries Work-

shop on Melrose Avenue. David has been employed for 25 years, now.  Good Job, 

David ! 

      David lives in Salem at Hope Tree ( formerly Baptist Children's Home).  There 

are three houses. Two for men and one for women. David's house has 6 men . They 

have caregivers who work on a rotating basis. John and Brenda are a couple who 

are members at Jones Chapel. Doris is very close to the caregivers and also the 

other residents. She is there to help in any way that she can. They have a friend-

ship like a family. 

    On weekends, David goes to Doris's house in Cloverdale and attends church 

with her. His joy at Pleasant Dale CoB is being an usher.  He has been an usher at 

Daleville, as well. Worship means a lot to David. His eyes light up when he sees 

Becky Baker. She brings him things that she knows he likes.  

   David has an awesome collection of baseball cards. He loves ball caps and also 

Matchbox cars.  His room at Mom Doris' is neat as a pin, not a thing out of place. 

His Zoo on his bed is fun to see!!!!.   

   David has been to annual conference with his parents many times and loved it.  

He has a wonderful relationship with the family of Joy Boone Kaase, who are 

members at Red Hill CoB. Joy teaches at Hidden Valley School. She and her family 

are always ready and willing to host David at their home when Doris has to be 

away. Sometimes for a week or so at a time.  

   This is taken from an article Bob Jones wrote for Messenger some years ago:  

òDavid has a special ministry of his own. He has made us ( and many others) that 

love and trust can be expressed by a handicapped person. He has shown us how to 

appreciate life. He is patient beyond description. He has demonstrated that God's 

love and trust need not be expressed in deep theological terms or from designated 

pulpits. God has many truths to communicate in untraditional and often unnoticed 

ways through those persons whose lives appear to be unacceptable. They may be 

just LITTLE people among the status quo, but have a very important message. We 

all need to stop and listen to God's message through their method of communica-

tion." 

We, at Daleville CoB are fortunate to know David and his family. 

God Bless you, David !

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DUNKER COLUMN 

Enten Eller  

born 1962  

 

You donÙt have to carry a gun 

to be a hero!  

 

 

 

Enten Eller was 20 years old when he was  the first person to be prose-
cuted for non registration for the draft in 1982. The government was 
prosecuting 160 non- registrants in order to discourage young people 
from making that choice.  

Well, little did they know that choosing Enten, a straight A student from 
Bridgewater College, straight forward and articulate,  to be the first to be 
prosecuted did more to subvert draft registration than help discourage 
non- registration. Enten, named after the famous work of Kierkegaard 
òEnten Elleró (Danish for Either Or)  knew where he stood when he con-
ducted his own defense.  He called his father, Church historian Vernard 
Eller, to the witness stand who testified to the long history of Brethren 
Pacifism, and Chuck Boyer, then Peace Consultant for the Church of the 
Brethren and staff for Brethren Volunteer Service and conscientious ob-
jectors.  Enten was tried in Federal Court in  Roanoke and many of us 
were able to be inside the courtroom. At some point, Judge Turk asked 
Chuck while he was on the witness stand, òIs it any different from filling 
out a registration form and paying your taxes which go to support the 
war effort?ó Chuck answered, òYou Honor, I have been a tax resister for 
decades.ó  This only strengthened Entenõs case.  
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I have not registered simply because the U. S.  Government has asked me to do some-

thing God would not have me do. I am a non- registrant in order to be faithful to God, 

to my conscience, and to my church. Christõs way , the way of love, the way of concern 

for all peoples, the way of non- violent peace, cannot be reconciled to involvement 

with the military, which uses killing and destruction of the threat of such, to achieve its 

end. I am sad that I have to disobey an order of the United States Government, but in 

my striving to be faithful I have no choice except to obey the highest authority of God. 

I view my action as constructive and positive, demonstrating in the best way I know the 

love and peace of God for everyone, even those threatening me with imprisonment. 

For this reason I have chosen to be open and to cooperate with the government and 

the U. S. attorney as much as I conscientiously can, for I do not have hatred of author-

ity. 

Both the prosecutor and the judge conceded that he was sincere in his beliefs, but 

that did not hinder them in convicting him for breaking the law. Enten was sen-

tenced to three years on probation and  to 250 hours of community service.  

What I remember personally: As Enten left the courtroom and was immediately 

swamped by microphones and cameras, he was asked:, òHow do you feel now 

that you have lost.ó  Enten replied, òI did not lose. We both won. Whenever you 

stand up for what you believe and donõt buckle under stress, you win!ó 

In a remarkable way, the quiet testimony of Enten Eller, called forth a torrent of 

attention to the peace witness of the Church of the Brethren as the trial was publi-

cized in the Washington Post, Time Magazine, The Chicago Tribune, Christianity 

and Crisis,  Christian Century, and the three major TV networks: ABC, NBC, and 

CBS.
