PASTOR MARYõS PONDERINGS 

 òA pastorõs wife was having trouble sleeping.  She tossed and turned 
and finally said to her husband, òSweetheart, I canõt get to sleep...please preach 
me one of your sermons!!!ó 

 Thus began the first preacher to speak at the Festival of Homiletics 
(preaching) last night in the awesome cathedral-like Peachtree Road United 
Methodist Church in Atlantaéand the speaker waséthe Archbishop of Cape-
town, South Africa, Desmond Tutu!  Dressed in a bright purple cassock and cap, 
his delightful words had us laughing, amazed, reflecting on his profound wis-
dom, and even brought some of us to tears as he told stories of the long apart-
heid struggle in South Africa and the momentous day when he realized they 
were òfree at lastó!  He thanked òthe United States Christians for your effective 
economic boycott and prayersó then invited us to ògive yourselves a hand!ó  We 
didébut he said, òthat was lousyégive yourselves a real handélike an African 
loud thank you!!!  And we complied and cheered loudlyéand he beamed! 

 He reminded us that we, as all Christians, are òGod carriers,ó declaring 
that when we truly believe that, we shouldnõt shake hands with each other, but 
bow, a deep, respectful bow befitting òthe God in me is meeting the God in 
you.ó  That one simple change in our thinking and attitudes would go a long 
way to change behavior when we realize that each person is created in Godõs 
imageéregardlessé.and treat each other as òGod carriers.ó 

 He preached after we heard the Atlanta Jazz Chorus and Quintet whose 
trumpeter almost brought the walls down with their version of òJerichoó soon 
after the rafter-shaking pipe organ accompanied the approximately 1500 
mainline preachers singing òBlest Be the Tie That Binds.ó   I sat next to a Cana-
dian pastor form the United Church of Christ and discovered we had mutual 
friends in Canada.  We both marveled at Tutuõs sermon and were pleased to also 
hear the Rev. Dr. Joseph Lowery ð who gave the Benediction at Obamaõs Inaugu-
ration ð give a very personal introduction to his old friend, Tutu.  

 After the opening worship, I ran into CoB pastor Bruce Huffman from 
Virlina who told me that Glenn McCrickard of Cloverdale Cob was here too!  
Today, Tuesday, I found Glenn and five other close friends/CoB pastors from 
Pa, MI and CA, and we spent today being inspired and delighted with preaching 
by Anna Carter Florence, Thomas Long and Barbara Lundblad, seminary profes-
sors all, who spoke on a variety of topics, including preaching in recessionary 
times, the critical need to preach the truth on human sexuality and ethics in a 
sermon entitled, òIf It Could Happen in Iowaéó and finding unity through  
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differences in the church ð just the beginning days of challenging sermons and 
lectures on preaching, leaving me with a notebook already half filled with ideas 
and some stories youõre sure to hear about in the near future. 

 Tonight we enjoyed a concert by three top songwriters and performers, 
Beth Nielsen Chapman, Adrienne Young and Darrell Scott who have written 
Number 1 songs for Willie Nelson and others, with one having been named 
Songwriter of the Year by Nashville Songwriters Association and by ASCAP in 
successive years.  Their evening of original songs, exquisite performances and 
personal stories and reflections will be joined tomorrow night with two theolo-
gians reflecting on their songs in an evening of òMusic and Theology.ó 

 Iõm writing this only one and a half days into the most incredible gath-
ering of mainline preachers and seminary professors of homiletics (preaching) 
Iõve ever attended.  Most who are here have made it an annual event because of 
the inspiration of word and music, the in -depth biblical preaching and the chal-
lenges for more prophetic proclamation, the pastoral collegiality, humor and 
ecumenical perspectives.  I am already filled me with many things I hope to 
share with youéand three days are left with non-stop speakers!  The organ mu-
sic, orchestral and jazz musicians, moving prayers and litanies set the stage for 
each sermon, followed by lectures on various aspects and topics for preaching.  
Thereõs so much richness and depth here that òelectronic preachingó and TV 
evangelists canõt come close to.  How I wish each of you could be here to experi-
ence Christian preaching and teaching at its best.  Thank you for enabling me to 
be here for my professional growth.  I look forward to sharing with you much of 
the òmeató of this week ð as well as many stories, jokes and quips ð that began 
with Tutu and have been a part of every preacher so far. My notebook is filling 
up.

 'If you spoke to God, what did he tell you the proper attire should 
be for worshiping in here?' asked the preacher. 

 'Well, sir, God told me that He didn't have a clue what I should 
wear... He said 'He'd never been in this church before.õ 
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HOWõS YOUR SPIRIT? 

THE BUZZARD:  

If you put a buzzard in a pen that is 6 feet by 8 feet and is en-

tirely open at the top, the bird, in spite of its ability to fly, will be an 

absolute prisoner.  The reason is that a buzzard always begins a flight 

from the ground with a run of 10 to 12 feet.  Without space to run, as is 

its habit, it will not even attempt to fly, but will remain a prisoner for 

life in a small jail with no top.

The ordinary bat that flies around at night, a remarkable 

nimble creature in the air, cannot take off from a level place.  

If it is placed on the floor or flat ground, all it can do is shuffle about 

helplessly and, no doubt, painfully, until it reaches some slight eleva-

tion from which it can throw itself into the air.  Then, at once, it takes 

off like a flash. 

THE BUMBLEBEE:  

A bumblebee, if dropped into an open tumbler, will be there 

until it dies, unless it is taken out.  It never sees the means of 

escape at the top, but persists in trying to find some way out through 

the sides near the bottom.  It will see a way where none exists, until it 

completely destroys itself.

Hypothyroid or low thyroid 
hormone is epidemic in the 
United States, affecting approxi-
mately 23 per cent of the female 
population and about 10 per cent of 
males.  If you have any of the following 
symptoms, low thyroid may be the prob-
lem: thinning or loss of hair including eye-
brow and body hair, dry skin and hair, low 
blood pressure, constipation, weight gain 
or difficulty losing weight, feel cold all the 
time, menstrual problems, fatigue or leth-
argy, heart palpitations, raging hot flashes 
and night sweats, infertility and recurring 
miscarriage.  If you have any of these 
symptoms, speak to your physician or 
trusted health professional about getting a 
thyroid test.  

  (This is according to Laura Vanderhaeghe, a 
health expert who has been researching and writing about 
nutritional medicine for over 25 years.  She has a Masters 
of Health Studies and a degree in Biochemistry.)

Anna Beahm Mow 

1893-1985 

 

Sister Anna, as she was referred to in Breth-
ren Circles, was widely popular as a 
speaker with young and old alike. She was 
known for her wisdom, her practical theol-
ogy, and her famous contagious cackle. 

She was one of several children of I.N.H.  
and Mary Bucher Beahm, who were then 
head of the Daleville Academy. 

By the age of 18, Anna knew she wanted to be a missionary to 
India and started preparing for that career, attending Bethany 
Training School, Manchester College, and Bethany Bible School 
(forerunner of Bethany Theological Seminary) from which she 
graduated in 1921. That same year she married Baxter Mow, 
and in 1923 they were sent to India as missionaries. Much of 
their 17 years of work in India was spent with the Muslims. 

Anna was one of the first women to be ordained in the Church 
of the Brethren and elected into the eldership (1960).  For 10 
years she served on the Evangelism Committee of the National 
Council of Churches, served three terms on the General Board 
of the Church of the Brethren, and received honorary doctor-
ates from Bethany Biblical Seminary (1959) and Manchester 
College (1976) 
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During their retirement in Roanoke, VA, Anna did much traveling 

holding retreats and preaching events, participating as a speaker at 

every National Youth Conference until her death, and wrote many 

books, among them The Secret of Married Love, Why wait until marriage, Whoõs 

afraid of birthdays.  Brethren Balladeers Andy and Terry Murray made her popular for 

the young generation in his song òSister Anna, beauty queen,ó emphasizing her spiri-

tual and inward beauty  instead on commenting on her short stocky figure.  

Besides a wealth of wise quotes, one of my favorite memories of 

Sister Anna is visiting her, unannounced, while she was writing one 

of her books, with tables and chairs spread with papers. When I 

came in she simply brushed them aside as though they mattered 

not and was fully attentive to her visitor.
